Literacy and 
Topic:  
(15-20 minutes) 

Jack and the Beanstalk and Instructions: 
 
Jack needs some help! He needs to know how to make a 
sandwich for his mother. Could you help him by 
writing these instructions in order? Don’t forget to 
add a number for each instruction. Can you underline 
the bossy (imperative) verbs?
